Searching for information within a source
and exploring multiple perspectives and
sources simultaneously.

Strategy for determining a source’s
reliability by comparing the information it
contains with other sources




WHAT DOES LATERAL

READING HELP TO ASSESS?

‘ What is the quality of the site you visit (how much
iInformation is accurate)?

‘ What content Is published and how can we
understand it?

‘ Does the site have an editorial process (is it edited
and reviewed)?

‘ Does the site have an expert reputation (indicating

accuracy of the facts)?
